� In the latter half of 2004, a new LiLI-D login scheme was introduced to simplify the login and database selection process.  A result of this new scheme is that using multiple databases provided by one of the vendors counts as multiple logins.  Previously, users would change databases within the vendor’s system and thus only their initial login was recorded.  Some of the growth in sessions/logins is likely attributable to this change.  This is supported by the lack of proportional growth in the number of full-text articles accessed (see Figure 1).
