Frequently Asked Questions

Question:

· What are the activities?  What will my parent and administrator be expected to do?
Answer:

· Your team will be asked to explore the host library with you and find one thing that surprises you.  Then we’ll talk about the school librarian’s job and how important it is for student success—in the early grades to develop a love of reading and to be introduced to technology (like the online catalog), in the later grades how to evaluation web sites, use the internet responsibly, etc.  

We’ll show how the FlipCams can be used in the library and show you examples of what type of videos you could submit to fulfill the contract requirements.
The last activity will be for you to work with your team to see how parents can support your library—as volunteers or fund raisers for example.  Your assignment for the FlipCam will be to capture part of the “partnership” through an interview with the parent or capturing the volunteer activity on video.  

Question:

· Is there a fee for attending?

Answer:

· No fee, this project is funded by the Library Services Technology Act, administrated by the Institute of Museum and Library Services.

Question:

· Are all school libraries eligible for the FlipCam?

Answer:

· All publicly-funded school libraries are eligible to receive a FlipCam if librarians bring a parent and an administrator (or designee).

Question:

· What if we don’t have a library?  Or what if we are private school library?
Answer:

· You won’t be eligible for FlipCam, but please do attend if you are interested in helping your parents and administrators realize how vital your library is to student achievement.
Question:

· Is this like the Teen Read Week contest, or will we really receive a FlipCam by showing up with our parent and administrator (or designee).

Answer:

· Yes, you really will get a FlipCam!  What’s the catch?  You will have to submit a short video about a partnership project by January 15.
Question:

· Why do the principal and librarian letters have different requirements?

Principals:  librarian and principal (or designee)

Librarians:  Parent, administrator (or designee)

Answer:

· The librarian is responsible for getting the administrator and parent to attend if he or she wants to qualify for the FlipCam.  The FlipCam is for the library (not the school). The principal just needs to attend with the librarian.  We wanted to give administrators a heads up that these sessions were scheduled and that their librarian may be asking them or a designee to attend.  

Question:

· Who qualifies as the principal’s designee?

Answer:
