People who are most firmly committed to 
supporting a library funding initiative

�9% of Population 7.1%
�9% of voting respondents 9.7%
�9% that would definitely vote YES 80%
�9% of all definite yes voters 21%
�9# of Annual Library Visits 15.9
�9% of all reported annual library visits 9.4%
