All year long through the WHS Reading Club
	We have participated in the Teen Read Week for the past two years and we will again this year.  I have a very active WHS Reading Club that has had between 76 and 96 members the past two years.  We meet every Monday during lunch time and I give different booktalks on various genre or we discuss ideas for upcoming Reading Club Activities.  We have several service projects that we have during the year.  We read to the all kindergarten classes each Christmas.  We put on plays for the 2nd graders during Read Across America in March.  We took our educational field trip to Barnes & Noble to buy new books during National Library Week in April.    
The first year we had a guest author come to the school "Gary Dalton" during Teen Read Week.  We had a Literary Costume Contest for both students and staff and a Pumpkin Carving Contest.  All new 9th graders were given a free paperback book and all students were given free book covers, LOL@ Your Library bookmarks and reading lists.  
During the first 2 months of school we made posters of each staff member and every WHS Reading Club member with: their picture, the name of one of their favorite books, a picture of the cover of the book, and a short summary of the book on each poster.  Then we laminated these posters and placed them on stands and on one of the bulletin boards in the library for most of the year.  
We had a Reading Club Newsletter that was published twice that year.  We started a STARBOOKS Cafe as a fund raiser to help pay for field trips, new books and scholarships.  We sell hot chocolate, steamers and French Vanilla Cappuccino which is set up in a new conference room which had formerly been used as a magazine storage room.

	
	The second year we invited two students and two staff members to our Teen Read Week Party to give book talks of one of their favorite books.  We had refreshments, prizes, book marks with Books With Bite@ Your Library and reading lists.  
We also had a bookfair at Barnes & Noble that weekend of Teen Read Week.  We had a Halloween Costume Contest with prizes to go with the theme.  We purchased a lot of books from the YRCA  and the 2008 Teens' Top Ten Nominations books.  We made the posters of all WHS Reading Club members again with all new information because it was received well by everyone the year before.  
We had a suggestion box and an evaluation of the library form that students filled out.  We established a Teen Advisory Board and they helped us select 3 senior WHS Reading Club members for scholarships at the end of the year.  
We published our WHS Reading Club Newsletter twice again last year.  We took our field trip to the Twin Falls Public Library to see their Fences Smithsonian Exhibit and then we went on our shopping trip to Barnes and Noble again since it was such a big hit the first year.  We had a Scavenger Hunt during National Library Week in April and that was pretty fun.
