[ Legally Blind - persons whose visual acuity, as determined by competent authority, is
20/200 or less in the better eye with correcting glasses, or whose widest diameter of
visual field subtends an angular distance no greater than 20 degrees.

[ Visual Impairment - persons who need aids other than regular glasses for reading
standard printed materials.

[ Physical Impairment - persons unable to turn pages or comfortably hold a book for
extended periods of time.

The above conditions must be certified by one of the following: librarian, doctor of
medicine, doctor of osteopathy, ophthalmologist, optometrist, nurse, nurse
practitioner, therapist, or a professional of a hospital, institution, or social welfare
agency.

[ Reading Disabled - Persons having a reading disability resulting from an organic brain
dysfunction preventing the reading of printed matter.
