
 LiLI Unlimited Statewide Catalog 
 

The statewide catalog utilizes OCLCôs WorldCat as the parent database. The Idaho catalog, LiLI 

Unlimited, is made up of the subset of WorldCat records for items held in Idaho libraries. Holdings  

information is contributed through cataloging activities and batchloading. 

 

 

Reach the LiLI-U Catalog by directing the browser to http://idaho.worldcat.org. 

 

Upon accessing the catalog, the user will be presented with the basic search option. 

 

Scopes 
 

A user may search various ñscopesò 

within the database ranging from a 

worldwide search to a smaller re-

gion within Idaho. 

 

The search defaults to ñIdaho     

Libraries,ò meaning that search 

terms entered will be searched 

among holdings of Idaho libraries.  

Clicking the down-arrow displays  

a drop-down menu with all scope  

options available. 

 

In addition to geographic regions within Idaho, types of libraries within Idaho, and Idaho library     

consortia, scoping options include: 

 

Libraries Worldwide: Searches the larger WorldCat database. 

Pacific Northwest:  Libraries in Idaho, Washington, Oregon, Alaska, Montana, British Columbia, 

   and Alberta.  

Intermountain West:  Libraries in Idaho, Montana, Utah, and Wyoming  

 

Basic Searching 
 

Enter a search term in the search box, select 

the preferred scope, then click SEARCH or 

GO. The search command may be either 

SEARCH or GO depending upon the loca-

tion in the system. 

 

When viewing the results, options to refine 

the search will appear in the left sidebar. If 

necessary, refine by clicking the link for an 

Author, Format, Year of publication, Topic 

or other options.  After clicking a link to   

refine the search, new results will be         

displayed. 
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Advanced Searching 
 

 

 

While the basic search is displayed as a default, advanced searching options are available by clicking 

ADVANCED SEARCH near the search box.  On the main window, the advanced search option       

appears just below the search box. In some views in the system, it may be located to the right of the 

search box. 

 

 

The advanced search allows the user to enter 

search terms for specific fields in the records.  

Additionally, the user may limit the search 

results from the start by entering preferred 

search scope, item format, publication date(s), 

content type, target audience of the item, and 

language. 

 

Upon entering the search terms and limits (if 

any), click SEARCH. 

 

The results for advanced searches will display 

in the same manner as those for basic 

searches. 
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
